The meeting concluded with a discussion of
the next steps in the planning process and description of the soft match time forms that will be used
throughout the process to capture time donated to the plan update effort.

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Introductions

Ms. Rooda, with Poweshiek County Emergency Management, began the meeting by welcoming
and thanking the attendees for coming and then introduced Laurie Bestgen with the consuilting
firm Amec Foster Wheeler Environment & Infrastructure, Inc., the firm contracted to assist in the
development of the Poweshiek County Multi-jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan Update.

Hazard Mitigation Planning Purpose

Ms. Bestgen presented information on the purpose of Hazard Mitigation Planning and the Disaster
Mitigation Act of 2000. The attendees were reminded this is an update of the Poweshiek County
Hazard Mitigation Plan, previously approved in February 2011, The current plan expires in February
2016. A summary of the 10 Presidential Disaster Declarations including Poweshiek County since 1969
was presented and an overview of the 9 Planning Tasks that will be followed during the planning
process was given.

Grant Programs Linked to Approved Plan

Ms. Bestgen briefly discussed the FEMA Hazard Mitigation Assistance grants that require participation
in an approved Hazard Mitigation Plan for jurisdictions to be eligible to apply. These include: Hazard
Mitigation Grant Program. Pre-Disaster Mitigation Program, and Flood Mitigation Assistance Program

Ms. Bestgen mentioned that other grant programs, such as EPA and USDA also use the Hazard
Mitigation Plans as a mechanism to identify projects for funding.

Multi-Jurisdictional Approach

Ms. Bestgen addressed the benefits for jurisdictions participating in this mitigation plan update including
improved coordination and communication among local jurisdictions. Impacts of hazards do not stop at
jurisdictional boundaries. This multi-jurisdictional approach allows for a more comprehensive risk
assessment and resulting mitigation strategy for the entire planning area. The following 12 jurisdictions
have been invited to participate as "official participants” in the Poweshiek County Multi-jurisdictional
Hazard Mitigation Plan Update;

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Ms. Bestgen also described the role of the HMPC. Each jurisdiction participating in development of the
plan must meet the following minimum requirements:

1. Designate a representative to serve on the Poweshiek County HMPC, which will meet two times
during the planning process,

2. Provide data for and assist in the development of the updated risk assessment that describes how

various hazards impact your jurisdiction,

Provide data to describe current capabilities,

Develop/update mitigation actions (at least one) specific to your jurisdiction,

Provide comments on plan drafts as requested,

Inform the public, local officials, and other interested parties about the planning process and provide

opportunities for them to comment on the plan, and

Formally adopt the mitigation plan.

Jurisdictions that choose not to participate in development of a FEMA-approved mitigation plan will not
be eligible applicants for FEMA Hazard Mitigation Assistance Grants.

Planning for Public Involvement

The local hazard mitigation plan requirements state that the public needs to have the opportunity to
comment on the plan. The public will be given two opportunities to comment on the plan, once during
the drafting stage and another when the plan is complete in the final draft stage.

The meeting attendees discussed methods for notifying the public in the plan. The group discussed
methods that are used to effectively engage the public in Poweshiek County. A survey will be created to
both provide information about the plan update under development as well as gain input from the public
on the hazards they are most concerned about and mitigation strategies that they think will be most
effective.

The survey will be placed in hard copy at City Halls of participating cities and the survey will also be
available on SurveyMonkey.com at the following link: https://www.surveymonkey.com/s/Poweshiek

Planning committee representatives from the incorporated cities will ensure blank copies of the survey
are made available at city Halls, The survey will be available until October 31, 2014. The planning
committee was asked for methods that they could use to disseminate the survey link. The following
methods of dissemination were mentioned: City, county and school websites, Email distribution lists,
and School newsletters.

Data Collection Process

Amec Foster Wheeler provided hard copies of Data Collection Guides (electronic version is available
through the box.com link at https://app.box.com/ t 1 7 wig94h2w8l2¢). The guides
are specific for local units of government and schools.

The Data Collection Guide is designed to collect information on existing capabilities within each
jurisdiction to implement mitigation initiatives as well as collect information on previous hazard events.
For the hazards that were included in the existing 2011 plan, information is especially needed for the
events that have occurred from 2011 to the present.

Deadline for submittal of the Data Collection Guides to Amec Foster Wheeler is July 31, 2015.
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Discussion/Prioritization of Hazards

Ms. Bestgen presented information about the hazard profiles in the plan and introduced the HMPC to

the elements of probability, magnitude, warning time, and duration to rank the hazards. The table below
provides additional information on the elements and rating levels.

These elements are used in the 2013 lowa State Hazard Mitigation Plan to determine a Final Hazard
Assessment Score for each hazard. The score provides a hazard ranking mechanism as well as a
planning significance rating, to focus planning efforts on those hazards with the highest scores. Using
the ranking described in the table above, the formula used to determine each hazard's score, which

includes weighting factors defined by the State of lowa’'s Hazard Mitigation Plan is:
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(Probabllity x .45) + (Magnitude/Severity x ,30) + (Warning Time x .15) + {Duration x .10) = Weilghted Score

Based on their score, the hazards were separated into three categories of planning significance; High
(3.0-4.0), Moderate (2.0-2.9), and Low (1.1-1.9)

Ms. Bestgen presented initial research information on the 14 natural hazards included in the 2013 State
hazard Mitigation Plan that have the potential to impact Poweshiek County. The planning committee
determined that Levee Failure should be dropped from the combination Dam/Levee Failure hazard
since there are no known levees in Poweshiek County. Additionally, the planning committee
determined that Expansive Soils and Landslide should be removed consideration as there is no data on
historical occurrences/damages from these hazards. These three hazards were not included in the
2011 Poweshiek County Hazard Mitigation Plan.

During the kickoff meeting, the ranking elements and rating descriptions were provided as a handout
along with the preliminary hazard ranking for the overall planning area of the 12 natural hazards that
will be analyzed in the Poweshiek County Multi-jurisdictional Hazard Mitigation Plan Update. The
preliminary ranking results of the 12 hazards are provided below:

Mitigation Strategy

Ms. Bestgen facilitated discussion of the goal statements from the 2011 Poweshiek County hazard
Mitigation Plan. In that Plan, each jurisdiction selected specific goal statements. Upon analysis of the
goal statements for individual jurisdictions, it was determined that commonality and overlap exists, For
this plan update, the planning committee selected four main goal statements to apply to all jurisdictions
as follows:

Protect the health and safety of residents and visitors.

Educate citizens about the dangers of hazards and how they can be prepared.
Minimize losses to existing and future structures, with a priority on critical facilities.
The continuity of operations will not be significantly disrupted by disasters.

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Previous Mitigation Actions

Ms. Bestgen provided handouts to each jurisdiction with the mitigation actions they had included in the
previous Poweshiek County Hazard Mitigation Plan. Jurisdictional representatives were instructed to
review the previous actions and provide status updates to Ms. Bestgen by July 31, 2015.

Next Steps

Attendees were asked to complete their jurisdiction’s Data Collection Guide and action status updates
by July 31, 2015. Both should be returned to Laurie Bestgen. The next and final meeting of the
Hazard Mitigation Planning Committee for this plan update will be Thursday, September 22,
2015 from 6:00 to 8:30 P.M. Location details will be provided in advance of the meeting. A draft of the
risk assessment will be provided prior to this meeting. The meeting will involve a review of the risk
assessment results and update of the plan’s goals.

Soft Match Time Forms

Ms. Bestgen informed participants that this plan is being funded by a Hazard Mitigation Grant Program
(HMGP) grant from FEMA that is administered by the lowa Homeland Security and Emergency
Management Division. The grant program requires that 25 percent of the funding must be non-federal
match. The State of lowa is contributing 10 percent of the match. The remaining 15 percent of the
funding must come from local funds. These local match funds can consist of time that is donated by
planning committee members and others in the planning area that contribute to the planning effort.
This donated time is referred to as “Soft Match™.

The attendees, also referred to as the Hazard Mitigation Planning Committee (HMPC) , were asked to
document their time in planning meetings, gathering data, reviewing the draft plan , notifying the public,
etc on the Soft Match Time Form. Additionally, time spent by others within the jurisdiction should be
recorded as well, such as time spent by a city clerk researching existing plans, studies, reports, and
other capabilities or information reviewed or collected by other members of the jurisdiction, Separate
forms must be completed for each individual contributing time to this effort.
